capture rain water and snow melt and
allow it to soak in rather than run off.
Rain gardens help prevent lake and
stream pollution and provide habitat for
birds and beneficial insects.

Rain Barrels

save money and energy by using “free”
water; conserve precious groundwater
by using rain water instead of potable
water for outdoor uses; nourish plants
with naturally soft, untreated water; and
help protect lakes and streams by
reducing stormwater pollution.

Native
